LENIENCY. Businesses that come forward to report theirown
involvement in a restrictive agreement may enjoy immunity
or reduction of fines (under the leniency programme of the
Commission for Protection of Competition of the Republic of
Serbia ). To qualify for leniency, applicants must admit their
involvement in the restrictive agreement, provide all
available and relevant evidence and co-operate fully with the
CRC,

Competition provides lower prices, better quality and more

RISKS OF NON-COMPLIANCE

Non-compliance with competition law may have a serious
negative impact on your business and its reputation with
existing and potential customers. Undertakings which
commit a competition infringement may be fined in the

amountofupto 10% of theirannualturnover.

Customers and others who have suffered harm may bring
actions for damages if they have been affected by

infringements of competition.

Compliance programmes will help you
avoid three "forbidden areas" under
competition law

1. CARTELS AND OTHER FORMS OF PROHIBITED
HORIZONTAL AGREEMENTS. They cover a range of illegal

arrangements between competitors, including

« competitors discussing and/or exchanging
information on prices they will charge to their
customers, as well as on commercial terms, rebates,

surcharges and promotions (PRICE FIXING)

« competitors agreeing not to compete in certain
geographic areas or for certain customers
(MARKET SHARING)

« competitors colluding to affect the outcome of
public procurement procedures (BID RIGGING)

2. PROHIBITED VERTICAL AGREEMENTS. Some provisions in
agreements between companies at different levels of the
supply chain, typically distribution agreements between
suppliers and re-sellers, may restrict competition, e.g. fixing
resale price or limiting the territory/customers on/to which

the products may be resold.

3. ABUSE OF DOMINANT POSITION. A company with
substantial market power (e.g. high market shares, usually >
40%, combined with other relevant factors) might be in
“dominant position”. Just being dominant is not illegal, but
the abuse of such position will be. Examples of abuse may
include predatory pricing or unjustified refusals to deal.
